ARABBA/MARMOLADA, ITALY SKI AREA

Ciao!

 

Arabba is 2:15 hours from Aviano via SS 51 to Longarone; SS 251 through Val Zoldano to SS 48 which lead you to the town. You can also ski to Arabba by taking a series of lifts from Malga Ciappela where the lift system for Marmolada (largest glacier in the Dolomiti mountains) begins.  Arabba is the 'closest' spot to enter the Sella Ronda. But its other real drawing card is that its north facing slopes have the largest collection of on piste/controlled black runs in all the Dolomiti ski areas. An excellant cable car & gondola lift system take you to Porta Vescovo @ 2495M where the large new rifugio is a good lunch stop-it is 'cafeteria' style but the food is varied and good value. It is also the only place on this side on the mountain except for a small bar further down the mountain! From the outside of the Rifugio/Restaurant you can look out over the valley and see Marmolada.  Arabba is also a good 'jumping' off spot for Passo Pordoi-the beginning of some of the most difficult and clasic off-piste runs  (The Face, Val de Mesdi, etc.) in the Dolomiti area. 

 

If you are heading toward Passo di Campolongo & Corvara be warned that the first chair out of Arabba is old and slow, or as ski books say "over subscribed". A new link is “planned” and will really be welcomed. Currently the area has 52K of piste and 27 lifts with a vertical drop of 860M or 2800F. It is part of the Super Dolomiti Ski Pass System. 

There is normally ample/free parking. The town is rather strung out with no real center and there is nothing for non-skiers to do. The SS 48 bisect the town so it can be a busy spot.

An Adult Day High Season Pass is E32.

The area is scheduled to open 30 Nov., 2002.
