CIVETTA, ITALY SKI AREA

Bon giorno,

 

The Civetta ski area (Alleghe; Valzoldana; etc.) is without a doubt the most popular day trip destination for most ASC members. Although part of the Super Dolomiti Ski Pass System it does not connect skiing-wise to any other area. So unless you are planning a longer trip or using one of the 'buses' to another area, only buy the local 'Civetta' ski pass (E 28, Adult High Season-   one Day). The Super Dolomiti Adult High Season Pass for One Day is E 35.

 

Alleghe is a real town bordering a great lake and is located on the west side of the area while Valzoldana is a spread out community with no real center located on the eastern side of the ski area. They are inter-connected and it is easy to ski from one side to the other, no matter where you begin. Alleghe is reached via Belluno (SS-51/50/203) while Valzoldana is reached via Longarone (SS-52/251). Both have large, free parking lots and it takes about 1.5 hours to drive from Aviano. Normally, chains are not required-but don’t leave home without them. The lift system from the valley(s) is very modern, however, there are a large number of older lifts (T-bars & Pomas) on the mountain. The 80K of runs (of which 65K have artificial capability) are wide, well groomed and very family friendly- with numerous huts to stop and sample the wares. A couple worth trying are: Fontanabona (wood burning oven for pizzas) & Sa Lander. The most famous or maybe infamous thing about the area is the "grappa ice bar". Here you can relax, have an onion-hamburger, beer, work on your tan line, and, of course, a choice of 50+ grappas-all of varying octanes.

 

There is a surprisingly large amount of tree skiing on the Valzoldana side, as well as some small open 'off piste' bowls that are never skied out--buy me a drink and I'll show you where 'some' of them are! There is also a long run with two variants that ends at the gondola station in downtown Alleghe. In fact, if the conditions are poor some of us have been known to ski down to Alleghe just for a long Italian lunch. I know that may be hard to believe!!!! There is also 28K of XC skiing, but is is disjointed into three locations.

 

Valzoldana has night skiing via the Cabine Plan del Crep, from Tuesday to Saturday, 1900-2300.

Civetta is 'scheduled' to open 30 Nov., 2002.
