KARNISCHE, AUSTRIA SKI AREA

Karnische Ski Area in Austria, is one of the most popular day destination of ASC members. It is also probably the closest Austrian resort. It's about 1:45 hours from Aviano with good roads until you reach Pontebba, I., where you turn off the Autostrada (A23-Udine to Villach,A.) or SS 13 and begin the 13K climb to Passo di Pramollo where the ski area is located just over the border in Austria. The 'al Gallo Forcello' located on the Italian side of the border, is a good stop for an Italian coffee/grappa both going to and leaving the area. The road up is narrow and steep--carry chains and know how to use them. A “new road/tunnel” is planned.

 

The ski area is large (100+K), with wide well groomed runs, one of which (the run to Tropolach) is 7.6K long. The 29 lifts are very modern with up-dates every year. It also has extensive snow making capability. There is no town as such, but there are several hotels and ski shops at each of the many different departure lifts. Day, adult, high season lift tickets are 32 Euros. Karnische offers a large selection of lift tickets, i.e., by the ride up (primarily for non-skiers); by the hour; by the 1/2 day; etc,. So if you are unsure just how much you or someone in your family/group is really going to ski you can tailor your pass to your needs. There are numerous restaurants/huts on the slopes where you can solve your Austrian food/beer fix. The huts tend to be more efficient than quaint.

 

This is an excellent family resort and for people of different standards, as there is something for every one-except experts and those looking for off-piste. The "night ski " area is 2.2K long and open on Tuesdays from 1700-1900. On Thursday from 1700-1900 the night ski area is only for tobogganing.  An extra fee is required for both night skiing and tobogganing. There is some XC, but it is not their strong point. There are two snowboard parks.
