NEVEGAL, ITALY SKI AREA

The Nevegal Ski Area is almost unknown to most ASC members, although it is less than 1 hour away via A-27 (Vittorio Veneto to Belluno) or SS-51. Normally, chains are not required and the approach road is very good.  It is a low resort (1000-1700m) with no real town (think Piancavallo but more spread out); but it is north facing, which means it holds the snow much better- additionally the base of the piste are grass rather than rocks, so it takes less snow to provide a suitable skiing base. The 7 lifts provide access to 20 slopes (40K) which are wide and very family friendly with many huts. On the slopes try the Rist. La Cassera, the Rif. Bristot or snow shoe/skin to Rif. Della Vittorie. It is a good change of venue from Piancavallo and closer and smaller and cheaper and quieter than Cortina or Civetta. It has a very large XC area (15+K) just before you reach the ski area.

 

It is NOT part of the Super Dolomiti Ski Pass Area. Ticket prices and an opening date have not been announced.
